CRITERIA

Applicants must be employed full time for at least two-years by a Municipal, County, State, Tribal, University, College,
Railroad or Federal Law Enforcement agency, or a publicly funded law institution of higher learning. Applicants must
currently be assigned full or part time to law enforcement training or criminal justice education.

Each applicant must:

e Complete the following application.

e Complete the application essay questions.

e Include a letter of recommendation from their supervisor or agency head that the agency is unable to fund the
NLETC Seminar for the applicant; that the applicant will be allowed the time off, and that the skills or knowledge
attained will be used in training agency personnel. This letter of recommendation can be emailed to
Training@NLETC.com or mailed to NLETC Scholarship Program, c/o NLETC Training Director, 6885 NE Pleasant
Valley Road, Kansas City, MO 64119.

RECIPIENT RESPONSIBILITIES

Recipients will be responsible for their time off or training time from their agency. Photographs and identities of the
recipients may be used in media releases and promotional materials for the NLETC, and as required for tax reporting
purposes. Recipients who are engaged in undercover or covert assignments or investigations should attach a statement
asking that their photographs, likeness and/or identities should not be so disclosed.

AWARD PROCESS

It is the policy of this organization to provide equal opportunities without regard to race, color, religion, national origin,
gender, sexual preference, age, or disability. NLETC scholarships will be chosen by the Training Administrator who will
then forward the recommendation to the NLETC Executive Board Members and General Members for final approval.
Scholarship recipients will be notified no later than June 1* of the application seminar year. Should a recipient be
unavailable to attend, an alternate recipient will be notified as soon as practicable.
